Anastasia is a salon 
competitor with the Westchester Photographic 
Society where she served on the Board of 
Directors for more than five years. She has held 
the positions of Exhibits Chair and Editor of IN 
FOCUS, WPSÕs monthly newsletter.

AnastasiaÕs images are in private and corporate 
collections in the U.S. and Europe. She has 
raised money for American Cancer Society, 
U.S. Coast Guard, and FOOD P.A.T.C.H. with 
proceeds from sale of her art work. Her images 
have also won many awards, including the Harry 
Hoffman Award of Photography in 2003. Her 
work can be seen in galleries, restaurants and art 
shows, and has also been recently published as 
both a book and CD cover.

In 1992,  
Ms. Tompkins relocated to Westchester
