He has judged on the camera club circuit for 
twenty years and has taught a photo workshop 
for Union 1199 members.

Programs:  October 30 & November 20
Photoshop Elements has wonderful features that 
are simple to use. Also, techniques once 
available only in Photoshop CS can often be 
applied through workarounds.  Some will be 
shown  in Tom Icklan’s presentation, 
“Photoshop Elements 4: Sophisticated But 
Intuitive.”

Although Tom has done programs for us before, 
his demonstration of the new Photoshop 
Elements 4 highlights how sophisticated this 
software is, even though it is far more intuitive 
than its professional cousin, Photoshop CS.

Tom is an award-winning photographer not only 
at the NECCC Conferences in Amherst, but in 
PSA International Salons. He is a much sought 
after lecturer and judge for numerous clubs in 
New Jersey, New York, and Florida. His 
programs on digital imaging techniques have 
been presented for many years at PSA 
International Conferences.

We are committed to giving members oppor-
tunities to develop comfort with manipulating 
their photographs digitally; therefore, we have 
scheduled a follow-up program Monday, 
November 20.  On that night, our Photoshop 
sophisticates will bring laptops and provide a 
hands-on experience for those who sat in on 
Tom's presentation.  We will send more 
information about this workshop.

One more thing about Tom's October 30 
presentation:  We ask members to pay a special 
$10 fee to cover the costs of bringing him to our 
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club.  We would urge members to invite others; 
nonmembers will pay $15.
